Introduction
Dear customer:

Thanks for choosing Forte F series dust extractor!

Notice!

This instruction manual is only for the F18, F26 & F36 dust extractor. 
The F Series dust extractor can only be used with dry, non-explosive material. 
Forte will not be held responsible if the dust extractor is used for other 
applications or beeing used in ways other than those explained in this instruction manual. 
Before using the machine, please read the safety instructions carefully. 
Read the complete instruction manual before using the F Series dust extractor. 
All spare part used for the F Series dust extractor must be those specified by Forte Tools.
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1. Safety Instructions
Application: 

· The machine must not be used in environments where explosive gases may be present. 
· Don’t use outdoors or on a wet surface, this machine is for indoor and dry application only.

· Dust extractors are not suitable to extract solid particles with sharp edges, which will cause damage to the hose, filters, drum and continuous dropping bags.

Electric safety: 

· Before using the dust extractor, please check and make sure electrical cords are not exposed or damaged.

· Confirm that the voltage and current of your available power supply can support the machine. 
· The dust extractor must be switched off and unplugged if the operator leaves for an extended period of time. 
Personal Safety Protection:

· Keep children and pets away from the machine while the dust extractor is working.
· This dust extractor must be handled by an experienced operator, or by an adult with necessary training.

· Wear personal safety protection equipment like gloves, goggles, masks and earplug while using the dust extractor.

· DO NOT touch the plug, electrical wire or other electric components while dust extractor in running.

Maintenance: 
· Before maintenance, make sure that the dust extractor is unplugged and powered off.
· Only let experienced and qualified workers change or fix any electrical components. 
· Use proper hand tools or electrical tools while assembling or disassembling the dust extractor, to prevent damaging the nuts and bolts, and causing unnecessary bodily injury.

Storage:

· Dust extractors must be stored in a dry environment, indoors, and never put outdoors.
· Do necessary cleaning needed for the dust extractor before putting it in storage to prolong its life.

3. Function Principle
The dust extractors are designed to pick up and extract dry, non-explosive and non-hazardous dust and particles.

It can achieve an ultimate filtration efficiency up to 99.99% @ 0.3um, as the dust extractors are designed with a 3-step filtration system.

1. The bigger dust or particles sucked up through the air inlet will drop down into the vacuum bag with gravity. More particles will also drop down by the centrifugal force.

2. The rest of the dust and particles will be blocked and cleaned out by the conical pre-filter with filtration up to 99.5% @1um.
3. Then the smallest dust or particles left will be filtered through the HEPA filter with filtration efficiency up to 99.99@ 0.3um.
4. Filter Cleaning
The filters must be cleaned time to time to maintain excellent suction performance. If the vacuum gets hot or produces a high-pitched noise, it may mean the pre-filters are blocked with large amount of dust. 
How do I clean the filters?

First, pull up the metal pull latch to seal the air inlet, the vacuum within the drum will soon build up. Then press the jet-pulse handle for 5 seconds, then repeat this procedure 4-5 times. We need to wait 5 second between every interval. Finally push down the metal plate for air intake again.
Please reference below picture for the cleaning procedure. 
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5. Dust Collection System

The dust collection system contains a bag holder, nylon puller strap with metal buckle, nylon ties and continuous dropping bags with size of 357mm*20m*6.5decimillimeter.

Equipping the continuous bag: First, unlock the bag holder, put the continuous dropping bag into the holder, tie up the bottom of the bags with nylon ties, and fasten the nylon puller strap for sealing. 
Getting rid of the dust: When the bag is full of dust or particles, tie up the top of the bag with 2 nylon ties, finally cut the bag between the 2 nylon ties to prevent the dust from being inhaled and/or exposed to the air.
Notice: Please remember to throw the bags into the dust bin or a designated area.
Please reference below pictures for above bag cleaning procedure. 
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6. Filter Change
Notice: 

· The operator must wear mask, goggle and gloves while changing the filter to protect against any dust.
· Must use appropriate pre-filters and HEPA filters purchased from us or nearest distributor. Please do not use off brand filters not purchased through us. We can not warranty the machine if non designated filters were used. 
Pre-filter:

· Prepare a clean and empty bag in which to put the filter. 
· Loosen the 3 clamps, take off the main drum cover.

· Lift up the filter gently and put inside the bag, and seal the bag.

· Insert a new filter.
HPEA filter: 
· Prepare a clean and empty bag in which to put the filter. 
· Loosen 2 nuts, take out the filter cover.

· Lift up the filter gently and put inside the bag, and seal the bag.

· Insert a new filter.
7. Service
· When cleaning or servicing the machine, you must switch off the machine and remove the plug. 
· Avoid cleaning with a high pressure cleaner.

· Before moving the machine from the work area, the machine must first be cleaned.  
· All other equipment must be regarded as contaminated and be treated thereafter.  
· If possible, use a special desginated room just for servicing.
· Proper personnel protective equipment must be used. 
· All parts which are contaminated after service must be carefully disposed of in plastic bags according to local regulations. 
· If the machine has to be used for other purposes, it is extremely important that the machine is cleaned, to avoid the spread of hazardous dust. 
8. Trouble Shooting
The machine owner/operator must follow all the instructions within this user manual and carefully operate and maintain the dust extractor. All the parts need to be checked and replaced in a timely manner if broken. Please check all the parts are connected correctly.
